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Every year The King’s School West Rand conducts
International Benchmark Testing with its Grade 3,
Grade 6 and Grade 9 students. Why do we do this?

The Benchmark testing we participate in is
conducted by ACER (Australian Council for Educa-
tional Research] and gives us a realistic measure-
ment of how we are faring against independent
schools in Australia, New Zealand, England, the USA
and those in the Asia Pacific region.
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It also reflects results against other independent
schools in South Africa. Why not just measure your-
self against internal school-based assessment, you
may ask? This is what many other private schools
do, but it cannot give you a systemic evaluation.
Some schools simply make their school based
assessments easier in order to generate higher
averages ('dumbing down the curriculum') but their
standard is below par.

Our IBT (International Benchmark Test) from the
end of last year shows that we are on and above
international level for English and Maths on all three
grades.
