At The King’s School, students are invited to
participate in The King's story. Both while they
make their way through school, and preparing
them to participate in the story of the King
when they leave and go into the world. \What
does this mean?

Well, we work from the premise that shaping
or forming a human being is less about the
what (i.e., curriculum) of school and more about
the stories that the curriculum is part of.
James K. A. Smith echoes this in his book You
Are What You Love: “A Christian education can
never be merely a mastery of a field of knowl-
edge or technical skills; learning is embedded in
a wider vision of who | am called to be and
what God is calling the world to be. How does
my learning fit in this Story? And what practices
will cultivate this ultimate orientation in me?”
(164).

This is why we are regularly encouraging our
students to engage with the heart of our
school, to participate in events that shape their

thinking (and passion] of being world changers,
and proudly representing this within the school
community and beyond. \We want kids to know
the Gospel as an effective and instrumental
powerful influence in their everyday existence.
N.T. Wright sums it up when he says "The
Gospel is not just a get out of hell free card, as
most evangelicals convey it as, but a call for
image bearers to assume their position as
God's agents."

People are formed as people much more by
participating in experiences that are highly
valued and often repeated than they are
formed from memorizing curriculum and writ-
ing tests. When we are immersed in faith
community like the one at The King's School, we
are given opportunity to participate in these
'stories' that shape us and deeply root what we
value and desire in our lives. As Sarah Arthur
writes in the book Shaped by God, “We are
story-formed people. Our lives are first shaped
by narrative, not by information” (38-39).
