Showing children that God fearfully and 
wonderfully made their inmost being and 
ordained all the days of their life before 
one of them came to be, as Psalm 139 
says. 

Let us regularly remind our children that 
their existence is not some chance 
encounter, but a purposeful work of God 
for his glory and their great joy - the good 
life.
